  “We are like a fish pulled out of the water that flops around here and there in order to find his way. In such a situation, the fish doesn’t ask himself to where the flop will take him. He only feels that the present situation is unbearable and that he has to try something completely new.”

 This is what we are, a shoal of fishes that searches a way in a world consumed by media ideals and fake images of perfection. We are the ones that complain about it but do nothing. We are the ones that dream and hope and vote for utopia.

In my paper, I intend to present a different side of utopia, as imperfect
. My aim is to prove that every utopia is someone’s dystopia and that the idea of utopia as the perfect world is overrated. Utopia doesn’t exist beyond our own and personal dreams and once implemented it will, inevitable lead to dystopia
. 

      My thesis is structured in three major chapters. The first one is built on the idea of utopia. I will establish a theoretical foundation to both the literary genre and to the possible real existence of utopian projects. An important part of this chapter is the foray into the concept of perfection, that has as a result the idea that perfection is the attribute of God and that the human, as incomplete creation of the Supreme Perfection, does not posses the same attribute. Therefore, everything created by the hand of man is imperfect. So is utopia. 

     The second chapter of my paper deals 
with dystopia and everything this implies. I begin the discussion about the anti-utopia from the totalitarian systems that, I think, gave us the most palpable example of twisted 
utopia in dystopia. The totalitarian ideal is very important in the development of dystopia and in the loss of utopian credibility. Then a general and theoretic presentation of dystopia is made in order to prove the inability of the utopian illusion to compensate the flaws of the dystopian reality. 

     The last chapter is the longest and it aims at what happens when utopias come true. The idea is to show dystopian societies through the eyes of a woman and those of a man. The novels I have chosen in order to present utopia as twisted dystopia, are part fictional 
, part inspired from reality. Nineteen Eighty- Four by George Orwell is a terrifying image of what happened in the world during the communist age. The Handmaid’s Tale by Margaret Atwood is a troubled image of a society that has reduced women only to their biological functions and transformed them into objects. The novel is part inspired from the horrors of totalitarian systems (through surveillance and oppression), part from the struggle women carry everyday for a drop of power in a world of men. 

    Chapter three also shows the way dystopia works and the means used to control and reduce to silence the voice of entire nations.

    Utopia is not perfect, far from it. Utopia is just the nice name given to lies and manipulation. An implementation of utopia will eventually lead to dystopia 
because human kind is so absorbed in dreaming, that easily falls in the trap of good politicians with excellent rhetorical abilities and power of persuasion.

The oposition here should be REAL / FICTIONAL.
